The victims never made any report because they were unable to
accept that their friend would willfully act in a destructive manner towards them. | never made a report because if my friend was not
willing to accept that it was sexual assault/harassment then the report would not stand, because if my friend did not want to embroil
herself in a controversy then | had no right to force her into one, and because | believed that my friends would accuse me of
overreacting. Looking back in hindsight | am ashamed of myself for not doing more. | think that the manner of flirting in today's

society is based on unclear intentions; no one whats to state their intentions outright. When a guy is flirting with a girl and a girl
becomes candid, she is accused of being rude. If a girl participates in the roundabout flirting, she is assumed to be interested even if
she isn't and hasn't expressed any clear interest in the guy. | have known girls to engage in sexual acts simply because the guy
expected them to.

While | do not know anyone in PKP, to me it is
utterly reprehensible that a fraternity was kicked off campus for what they had written in a PRIVATE journal, and that they were even
expected to apologize for it. We should never have to apologize for our private thoughts (but the girl who broadcast the private
journal should), and it sets an incredibly dangerous precedent that NC State feels that we should be punished for what we express in
private forums. | now know not to keep a private journal, for if it were to be found, | fear that | could be held accountable for it, even

if nothing | said was threatening or hateful (no reasonable individual would label the anecdotes in PKP's journal as threatening). As
soon as free, nonthreatening expression is stifled, PC culture has gone too far.
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only unit on campus | have major problems with is that of the college Greek life system. This system is not only the source for many
of the WolfAlerts about sexual assault or rape, butit is also a source of bigotry and racism on campus. Also, as far as | can see,
Greek life also creates a perfect environment for binge drinking and excessive partying here on this campus. This is apparently very
attractive to FYC students as many of them are now apart of the Greek system and even more of them attended various rushes.
